· The 12th Annual Meeting of the Biofeedback Foundation of Europe will take place in Salzburg (Austria), February 19 - 23, 2008.
· The program includes 4 days of workshops: February 19, 20, 22 and 23, 2008. Workshop presenters are international experts/clinicians on biofeedback, who will teach in-depth presentations on specific clinical and educational biofeedback topics.  Short courses are scheduled on Saturday, February 23, 2008
· The scientific program is scheduled for Wednesday evening, February 20, 2008, with a welcome reception and invited lectures and Thursday, February 21, 2008 all day.  It comprises symposia, lectures, papers, posters & short courses. 
All presenters whose submissions are accepted will receive a 10% reduction of the BFE conference fee. The Program Committee will notify the presenters of workshops and short courses about acceptance or non-acceptance of their submissions before Sept.20, 2007 (workshop submissions and short courses) respectively November 15, 2007 (submissions of symposia, lectures, papers, posters).
Submission of proposals: All proposals must include the submission cover sheet and follow the guidelines for submission as described on www.bfe.org .  Submissions will be reviewed and evaluated by the Program Committee.

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GUIDELINES FOR SUBMITTING PROPOSALS

Workshop information (Submission Deadline: June 10th, 2007)

Workshops are presentations and practical hands-on demonstrations to provide in-depth mastery of applied psychophysiology skills for specific applications. Workshops are 1 day or 2 days in length.

Workshop Submission Guidelines:

1. Title of workshop

2. A short abstract which contains a summary of the workshop (200 words)

3. List of three keywords at the bottom of abstract

4. Submission cover sheet

Symposium information (Submission Deadline: Aug 31st, 2007)
Symposia are in-depth examinations of a particular topic or issue that incorporates several different viewpoints, aspects or methodologies. The symposium generally includes a moderator, panelists and a discussant. Symposia are one and a half hours in length.  

Symposium Submission Guidelines:

1. Title of symposium

2. A short statement of the problem, goals or purpose of the symposium (150 words)

3. List of three keywords at the bottom of the symposium statement

4. Moderator’s name

5. Submission cover sheet

6. A 100 word abstract of each presenter’s presentation

7. List of three keywords at the bottom of each abstract

Lecture information (Submission Deadline: Aug 31st, 2007)
Lectures are oral presentations given by a single speaker supported with audiovisuals. Lectures are 1 hour in length, 45 minutes for the lecture and 15 minutes for questions.

Lecture Submission Guidelines:

1. Title of lecture

2. A short abstract which contains a summary of the lecture including problem, subjects, method, results and discussion if appropriate (200 words)

3. List of three keywords at the bottom of abstract

4. Submission cover sheet
Short Course information (Submission Deadline: June 10th , 2007 )
Short courses are didactic presentations and practical hands-on demonstrations by one or more presenters covering detailed information on a specific topic. Short courses are from 1½ to 4 hours in length.

Short Course Submission Guidelines:

5. Title of short course

6. A short abstract which contains a summary of the short course, subjects, method, results and discussion (100 words)

7. List of three keywords at the bottom of abstract

8. Submission cover sheet

Paper Session information (Submission Deadline: Aug 31st, 2007)
Paper Sessions are oral presentations and demonstrations by one or more presenters covering detailed information on a specific topic. Paper sessions are about 15 to 20 minutes in length including discussion.

Paper Session Submission Guidelines:

1. Title of paper session

2. A short abstract which contains a summary of the problem, subjects, method, results and discussion (200 words)

3. List of three keywords at the bottom of abstract

4. Submission cover sheet

Poster information (Submission Deadline: October 1st, 2007)
Poster presenters share their work using a combination of written and graphic materials presented on a display board approximately 0,5  by 1 meter (1,5 feet by 3 feet). Posters must be set up by 9 a.m. for the day that they are assigned.

Poster Submission Guidelines:

1. Title of Poster

2. A short abstract which contains a summary of the problem, subjects, methods, results and discussion (200 words)

3. List of three keywords at the bottom of abstract

4. Submission cover sheet
